Desert.

is a very difficult challenge. | look forward tominuing in a leadership role to do just that.”
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The MDAQMD is the local air pollution control aggnfor San Bernardino County’s High
Desert region and the Palo Verde Valley portioRverside County. The District is responsible
for regulating stationary air pollution sources amglementing state and federal air quality rules
and regulations within its 20,000-plus square nuitesdiction, which is home to over 540,000

residents.
Mitzelfelt has served as a member of the MDAQMD®v&rning Board since 2007, as its Vice
Chair since 2010 and has been a vocal proponentspending AB32 - the Global Warming

Solutions Act of 2006- during his tenure on the MQMD Board.
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
